Nano went back to Ireland and realised that she wanted to help people who didn’t have enough money to buy clothes or go to school.

Nano (pick up lantern)

She would go out into the dark and cold streets at night so she could find people who needed help. Other people started to help too and Nano Nagle started a group called the Presentation Sisters.

Nano (sit down)

Nano Nagle got sick and died when she was 66.

Early Nun (stand up)

This is Sister Francis Xavier Murphy. She was a Presentation sister in Ireland a long time ago, but was alive after Nano Nagle had died. In the early days of Hobart her brother was living here and was the Bishop of Tasmania. He wrote her a letter to ask if she could come to Hobart with some other sisters to start a school in Hobart because there wasn’t one here. 
She said yes and came to Tasmania on a sailing ship with 7 other sisters. It was a long way on the ship and took three months. They arrived in Hobart and started to organise to build our school, St Mary’s College. They never went back to their homes in Ireland.
Early Nun (sit down)

That was nearly 150 years ago.

Sr Gabriel (stand up)

This is Sister Gabriel and she looks after the Presentation Sisters in Tasmania. She went to school at St Marys and became a teacher like Nano Nagle and taught here and in other schools in Hobart. 
I follow the ideas of Nano Nagle in my life, and today I have gone to Sydney to meet with other teachers and Presentation Sisters who teach in Presentation Schools in Australia.
